Est. by 1916. On UP. 4 mi SW of Julesburg.

Antelope Logan/Sedgwick
Stage Station. On Platte River Trail. 19 mi SW of Julesburg.

Antelope Sedgwick
Stage Station (1876). W of Fort Sedgwick. 6 mi SW of Julesburg.

Antelope Station Sedgwick
Stage station on Central Overland stage route.

California Crossing (Julesburg Site 1) Sedgwick
Est. by 1858. Name for first Julesburg site.

Camp Rankin (Fort Sedgwick, Post Julesburg) Sedgwick
Est. by 1864. Original name for Fort Sedgwick. Changed to Post Julesburg.

Denver Junction (Julesburg) Logan/Sedgwick
Post Office 1885-1886. Stage stop. Moved from Julesburg (Site 1).

Dorsey Sedgwick
Est. by 1916. On UP. 4 mi SW of Sedgwick.

Flora Sedgwick

Rural Post Office 1889-1894. 14 mi S of Julesburg. Another location in TON.

Fort Julesburg (Fort Sedgwick) Sedgwick
Also called Fort Sedgwick.

Fort Rankin Sedgwick
Existed 1864-65. Renamed Fort Sedgwick in 1865.

Fort Sedgwick Military Cemetery Sedgwick
1/2 mi S of Fort Sedgwick site.

Gillette Sedgwick
Wells Fargo Stage Station. 9 mi SW of Julesburg.

Henderson Weld/Sedgwick
Post Office 1883-1885. Changed to Sedgwick.

Hitt Sedgwick
On UP. 3 mi SW of Ovid.

Jules (Julesburg) Sedgwick
Another name for Julesburg.

Julesburg Sedgwick
Site 7. 4 mi E of Fort Sedgwick. At edge of Military Reservation.

Julesburg Sedgwick/Weld

Site 1. Est. 1850. Post Office 1860-1862. Moved to Clearwater. At Jules Beni Trading Post.

Julesburg (California Crossing, Denver Jct, etc.) Weld/Sedgwick

Site 6. Est. by 1887. Early names were California Crossing, Denver Junction, Laramie Crossing.

Julesburg (Denver Junction) Sedgwick

Site 5. Est. by 1867. RR Post Office est. 1886. Formerly Denver Junction 1885.

Julesburg (Denver Junction, Weir, Jules) Sedgwick

Site 4. PO 1864-1884. First as stage station & trading post. (Confusing, see references)

Julesburg (Old Julesburg) Sedgwick
Site 3. Same as Old Julesburg. Burned by Indians in 1865.

Julesburg (Weir) DUPLICATE??? Sedgwick

Site 2. Rural PO 1864-1885. Moved from Clearwater, to Fort Sedgwick, to Denver Junct.

Laramie Crossing Sedgwick
Early name for Julesburg.

Military Reserve Sedgwick
Reserve lasted after Fort Sedgwick closed in 1871.

Old Fort Sedgwick Sedgwick
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Est. 1864. Besieged by Indians in 1865. Survived.

Overland City Sedgwick
Early name for Julesburg.

Ovid Sedgwick X
Post Office est. 1907. Platted 1908. Originally a RR siding.

Post Julesburg Weld/Sedgwick

Est. by 1864. 1.25 mi N of Fort Sedgwick. Called Camp Rankin. Abandonded 1871.

Sedgwick (Henderson) Sedgwick X
Post Office 1885-1894 & 1896 to present. Platted 1887. Formerly Henderson.
Spring Hill Sedgwick
Est. by 1863. Stop on Denver-Julesburg Road. 36 mi W of Julesburg.

Venango Sedgwick
Est. by 1923. Shown in Colorado. Actually NE town or separate RR stop.

Weir (Julesburg) Sedgwick X
Post Office 1889-1890. Formerly Julesburgh Site 2.
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
